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Dr. Lugie Bouchard holds the positions of Full Professor of Genetics and Epigenetics at the
Department of Biochemistry and Functional Genomics, Faculty of Medicine and Health
Sciences, Université de Sherbrooke and Head of the Department of Molecular Biology and
Genetics at the university-affiliated Chicoutimi Hospital (QC, Canada).

Since 2009, Dr. Bouchard has been leading a research group dedicated to understanding
how epigenetic mechanisms are involved in the development of obesity, diabetes and
cardiovascular disease as a consequence of fetal metabolic programming. He aims to
demonstrate that epigenetic changes program through fetal development the risk of
developing obesity and diabetes later in life and identify causal epigenetically-modified
genes related to these conditions in children, to identify the maternal metabolic factors
programming these epigenetic changes; and to identify early molecular markers associated
with metabolic dysregulation in pregnancy.
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
